They 

would just sit alone and stare at 

others studying, eat and go 

home again.  Recently, however, 

things are changing.  With the  

help, support and encourage-

ment at the project these girls 

have slowly come alive.  They 

now have good friends, they 

have started to read, write and 

draw and most importantly they 

smile and laugh!  When project 

manager Reji goes to visit their 

remote community on his bike, 

these two are the first to run up 
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tion such as this are repeated 

over and over in our Northern 

and Eastern centres - those ar-

eas most affected by the war.

Current Needs 
In Batticaloa we are still look-

ing for help to sponsor staff 

salaries for our staff who will 

be selected from the local 

community.  Currently we 

only have capacity for chil-

dren to attend the centres 

once a week.  With one extra 

staff member in each of the 

five centres, we would have 

capacity for the children to 

come twice a week.  Many of 

the children turn up every 

day regardless and the older 

students end up voluntarily 

teaching the youngerτit is 

very touching to see them 

help one another.  The sala-

ries equate to approximately 

UK £30 or Aus $50 per 

month.  We would be hoping 

for a two-year commitment 

to make this viable.    

Child Action  Lanka began six years ago working with street chil-

dren in Kandy. Debbie and Dilshan Edirisinghe opened the doors 

to over sixty children who were grateful for a safe place to come 

and learn, play and have fun.  CAL has grown significantly over 

the last six years and we now have centres in five locations: 

Kandy, Nuwara Eliya, Kelaniya, Killinochchi and Batticaloa.
